Recreation Ground: Looking good at the moment. The Cricket Club is finding it difficult to maintain the cricket square. Firefighter’s Fete had to be relocated to the fire station due to bad weather but still managed to raise £900.

Village Hall: The door to the Gents toilets is to be replaced – 3 have been damaged so far. Margaret Sandra is standing down in August. Cllr Came mentioned the amount of rubbish and the safety hazard presented by the path to the side of the building.

There were complaints from the Management Committee about not being able to use the Parish Council notice boards.

The flag is beginning to look very tatty – request made that it be taken down and only flown on special occasions.


Still want to replace the small brown tables.

Margaret Sandra is trying to get volunteers organised for snow clearing in the winter.


Farmers Market still needs a co-ordinator.


Key holders were discussed. The Parish Council is to formally request that the Clerk holds a set for the front door.

Footpaths: Bolt missing from the gate at the bottom of 23c has been reported.

5b, which runs alongside the river Tillingham from Furnace Lane is closed and overgrown. Rights of Way are aware of this – the path has catastrophically collapsed along the river bank and is too dangerous to access.


21 between Steep Hill and Lone Barn is overgrown by the power lines.

22b which runs through Burnt House woods has also been reported (although it comes under Beckley).


Matt Harper from Rights of Way was asked when 5b was likely to reopen. The Secretary of State has to be applied to for temporary closure of footpaths. Permission has been granted until October but will probably be extended. Capital funding for this year has been allocated to higher priorities. Could be considered for next years funding. 


Rights of Way to be asked what constitutes a ‘priority’.

Speed Watch: Request for more volunteers to go into this weeks Village Voice. Hi-viz jackets have been recovered. The new device is working well but can only be used for short periods. A schedule is yet to be arranged.

To discuss holding of August meeting – Cllr Came proposed that a meeting be held in August. This was seconded by Cllr Fowler. After a vote of 3 in favour and 5 against, there will be no meeting in August this year.

To discuss Parish Council funding for PCSO – Cllr Nottage proposed that Brede Parish Council does not support the proposal for parish funding of PCSOs. This was seconded by Cllr Mrs Kynvin. All members present agreed.

Audio recording of meetings by the Parish Council – Cllr Stone proposed a trial recording of one Council meeting. This was seconded by Cllr Mrs Armstrong. All members present agreed.

Formation of Skills Register – After discussion, this was not deemed necessary for this Council.

Traffic count information – A Working Party of Cllrs Came, Mrs Armstrong, Mrs Collins and Fowler was set up.

Report/observations of the County Councillor: County Cllr Maynard reported that the Link Road is still behind schedule due to the quality and amount of archaeological finds and the bad weather, but is still moving forwards.

Queensway Gateway road – Hasting Borough Council now has to reconsider, should be going to Planning committee shortly. Work on the Ridge continues.

Govt has announced cutbacks in revenue spending of 40%. £78million has already been  taken out. A further reduction of £70 - £90million over the next 5 years will present difficulties. Any major changes will have full consultation with residents and Parish Councils. Govt ring fencing will lead to further significant cuts to Local Govt.
Q: Collection of hazardous waste (e.g. Sharps from diabetics) is carried out by Kier. RDC is the only council in the Joint Waste Contract to require an annual certificate. Cllr Maynard will investigate.

Q: Speed restrictions for Broadlands Row by signage. Cllr Maynard is awaiting response from Highways.

Q: Grass cutting at Broadlands Row is rural. Parish Council can ask for extra cuts for a price.
