b. Cheques to be signed – These figures were proposed by Cllr Armstrong and seconded by Cllr Mrs Collins. All members present agreed.

Report/observations of District & County Councillors: District Cllr Johnson responded to the question - Why are the bins in Pottery Close emptied on Monday and those of St Mary’s Close emptied on Tuesday? It is up to the contractors (Kier) as to how they administer the contract – it may be due to vehicle size.

The bin at Chitcombe Road has been emptied but needs to be kept unlocked for ease of access.

A bin by the side of the new bench has been refused on the grounds of cost. Q: Could the Parish Council supply a bin and agree a fee for emptying?  It may be possible to re-locate a bin which is not used much.


Regarding the non-emptying of dog waste bins – the regular operative has been on holiday and his replacement has been off sick. It was suggested by the Chair that next year the full bill for emptying should be reduced by the amount of weeks the bins were not emptied.


County Cllr Maynard reported on the process of the Review which is being conducted by the Local Government Boundary Commission for England which affects both ESCC and RDC. There will be a report to the Scrutiny Committee mid October with 2 different options which will then go to Full Council. The Boundary Commission is putting numbers before communities with 1 councillor representing 2047 people. This is mainly due to the amount of new houses being built.


Brede Valley Ward will cease to exist, Brede will probably be combined with Udimore or if Udimore combines with Rye, then another Parish (not Westfield). County boundaries will no longer be the same as District boundaries and this could result in some parishes being split!

Budget – already been 20 – 40% cuts with an additional £60 – 90 million cuts. Most people have not felt the effects of the cuts yet but will over the next few years. There will be public consultations over any serious changes proposed. The Councils is fundamentally re-thinking services.


Q: Is there any progress on the speed limit at Broadlands Row? Cllr Maynard will be attending a meeting with Highways.


Q: Could the bins be replaced where they were originally left out, not left in the middle of the pavement or driveways? Cllr Johnson to investigate.

Q: Can anything be done about the pond in The Spinney which overflows into the road? Down to the land owner.


Q: Query re RDC’s annual certificate for collection of hazardous waste – not yet investigated, Cllr Maynard will chase.


Q: What are the Reserves for ESCC? Cllr Maynard reported that County is looking to re-profile the Waste Reserve. The information is available on the website.

Small tables are to be purchased (these have been purchased and were used for the Best Kept Front Garden presentation on Saturday). The toilets have now been paid for. A village Hall website was discussed. Mary Baker is still running the Farmers’ Market but a co-ordinator is still needed. The Parish Clerk is to be given a set of keys to the front door which is to be painted. A quote is to be obtained for notice boards to advertise meetings.

The next meeting is to be held on 26th November 2015 at 7.30pm. The funds now stand at £4405 after the toilets had been paid for.

Speed Watch: The device was booked but Speed Watch was told was not available. No letters to speeding motorists have been sent out since May. Still trying to keep it going. Due to police restructuring it is now been run by a civilian at Battle – new co-ordination is to be set up as soon as possible.

Letting of Community Hall – non payment of rent – There was discussion regarding the hiring of the Community Hall by Brede Players for a fixed fee of £500 per annum. 

They should either pay £5 per hour or limit use to 100 hours for the £500. £500 covers use of part of the store room as well as the hall. The hall must be left usable at all times. Communication between both parties was seen as paramount.

Cllr Came proposed that the Council continue charging £500 per annum for the hall and storage, providing that the hall is left tidy and there is a formal contract. This was seconded by Cllr Fowler. 2 for 6 against.

Cllr Nottage proposed an amendment that scenery can be painted then stored but there must be communication regarding timing of the painting. This was seconded by Cllr Mrs Armstrong. 6 for 2 against.

Seat for Kingwood Hill – It was proposed by Cllr Mrs Collins that a seat the same as on the Recreation Ground plus below ground fittings be purchased. This was seconded by Cllr Came. All members present agreed. Clerk to investigate if license is needed.

Playground equipment – possible purchase of new equipment – Working party to be set up to meet with Playground committee.
