Conservation Area – Cllr Mrs Collins reported that a Conservation area gives protection to buildings etc of special interest in the area; this can also include street furniture. It relates almost entirely to special architectural/historical interest so the Reedswood estate would not fit the profile. Designation comes from Rother District Council. Planning permission would be needed for any changes, demolition or tree work.
