Cllr Mrs Armstrong reported that in a survey carried out between 17th November 2015 and 1st February 2016 there had been 11600 cases of cyber crime, 29% of money scams resulted in a loss of £1000 or more. 

Door step sellers have been seen in the area.

Count Cllr Maynard had met with Sgt Townsend at Fairlight Parish /council’s meeting earlier this evening.
ESCC budget has been approved with a 1.99% increase plus 2% for Adult Social Care (equals £4.6 million). The Government announced transitional funding which will be carried forward to next year’s budget. All councillors were engaged in the budget meeting without any party politics. Looking at an increase of 4% every year.

Rother District Council has made an increase of 1.94% which is the first increase since 2010. £130,000 transitional funding, £1.5 million income. There will be a change in the way the council provides services with a concessionary based approach and involvement of the voluntary sector.

Q: De La Warr Pavilion. There is a greater subsidy to the White Rock Theatre than to the De La Warr Pavilion but it does not attract as many people to the area. £1 spent at the DWP equates to £4 – 5 spent in the town. Footfall is on the increase. DWP not as ‘highbrow’ as it used to be. It is one of only two venues in the country which still gets a subsidy from the Arts Council. The subsidy comes with strings attached involving the maintenance of the fabric of the building.

Q: Unsafe parking. Parking issue down to Highways – more information required to carry forward.

Link Road undergoing temporary work – snagging and verge planting.

Q: Missed bin collections & abuse by operatives. Need to report missed collections to RDC also need to report abuse etc.
