Housing Needs Survey as mentioned at Annual Parish Assembly: Cost of survey to be ascertained.

Report/observations of District & County Councillors: County Cllr Maynard reported that ESCC has just ratified the Public Consultation on Rights of Way – it is intended to retain management in-house.
Countryside sites are not to sold on the open market, investigations are to be made regarding transfer to appropriate bodies e.g. Rye Harbour Nature Reserve to Sussex Nature Trust.

The new Highways contractor, Costains, takes over on 1st May 2016. Cautiously optimistic regarding the service. There will be three depots and local sourcing of labour. Cost £1million less per annum than at present. There will be more focus on ditches and gullies.

Work will be monitored by ESCC.
