 Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 28th June 2016 at 7:30pm in the Brede Village Hall

b) Dispensation Requests: Cllrs Came and King as members of the Village Hall Management Committee.

Apologies for Absence: Were noted from Cllrs Mrs C Kynvin, Mrs R Oliver and County Cllr C Maynard

Police Report: Inspector Dan Russell introduced himself as having a Community Policing background in Rother. Battle, Rye and Bexhill have had a very good service for community policing. Now savings of £57million have been made with another £35million to be saved by 2020. Provision of 999 response police officers and CID is ring fenced.

Cuts have been made around Prevention of Crime = Community Policing.

As from 4th July there will be 9 PCSOs for the whole of Rother on a shift basis of 3 per shift. Hastings will have 15 PCSOs on a shift basis of 5 per shift but will be joined with Rother.
The villages will no longer have a named PCSO but will have a local team.
There will be 4 PCs at Battle, 4 at Rye and 4 at Bexhill but this is under review, plus local sergeant and inspector. 

There will not be as much Visible policing as previously, no patrolling for visible policing. The new priority is Threat, Harm and Risk. Insp Russell does not want to lose the current level of local intelligence and asked that the public continues to ring 101 or contact by email.
You will only see a PCSO if there is a reason or if there is Threat, Harm of Risk. The police will no longer be assisting with road closures and festivals.

Q: 101 or email? 101 – currently 60 calls per day to 999 & 101 in Rother.

Q: Who would come out at 3am? Rother would have 6 on duty (PC & PCSO) who would be booked in at Battle.

Q: Is Rye Police Station to close as well as Battle? No, Rye will remain and Battle will have a ‘shop front’ in the town.

Q: Who deals with vehicles blocking the pavement? Rother and Wealden Police forces are responsible for parking. If the parking is dangerous (Threat, Harm or Risk) call 101 and the police will deal with it.

20% of “business” is reported on line.
