Report/observations of District and County Councillor – District Cllr Johnson reported that the Boundaries Commission had determined that Brede would remain in the current Constituency of Hastings and Rye.

County Cllr Maynard reported that the ESCC is still awaiting the total of the Revenue Support Grant. Govt has allowed for a 2% Adult Social Care Levy in addition to the Council Tax increase (1.9%) but may allow councils to go higher. ESCC has no plans to increase these figures but there would have to be consultations if this were to happen. 
The “Better Together” program where money follows the patient could save money with the NHS & Social Services working together. There is a large shortfall in Adult Social Care funding especially as East Sussex has the highest proportion of over 65s in the country. There are also pressures on child care.
ESCC put £7million into road repairs last year.

Q: Thanks for sorting out problems with bin emptying. There has been a significant improvement in the service over the whole of Rother.

Q: Update on Gateway. Contractors have been appointed and work has been started on putting in the haul road. Not County Council but Hastings Regeneration. Access at Maplehurst Road still has to be sorted out. Expect completion in 2017.
