b. Cheques to be signed – These figures were proposed by Cllr Stone and seconded by Cllr Mrs Armstrong. All members present agreed.

Public questions: Comments regarding the state of the A28 at Cackle Street – practically a trench outside the Van Centre and a large pot hole by the telephone box.
327
Report/observations of District & County Councillors: County Cllr Maynard reported that there have been several comments regarding pot holes. Highways now has a new contractor. – Costains. Each gang has a specific number of pot holes to deal with and will prioritise those which have been reported to Highways because Highways is liable for damage caused by them. There will be a lot of temporary repairs due to the wet weather. There has been extra money for pot holes over the last 3 years with £10milliion allocated for unclassified roads. It would cost £350million to put all the roads in the county back into top condition.

Costains want the Highway Stewards to do more on the spot.

The contractor is to underwrite third party claims.

There will be more proper patching and repairs than previously.

Comment regarding water at the top of Furnace Lane and subsequent black ice – it is being looked at but it is a natural spring.

Q: Water running across the road on Brede Hill – generally land owners not being as responsible as they should be.

Q: Junction of A28 and Pottery Lane.

Thanks for response to question regarding sharps.

Comment re waste water charge for surface water drainage.

Q: Has the depth of a pot hole been increased before it is dealt with – no and the time scale has been reduced between reporting and filling.

Recreation Ground: Has been mowed.
329
Village Hall: Meeting held on 17th March. Still looking for a computer savvy person to deal with online bookings. The advertising boards had not been put up. Cllr Mrs Oliver gave a report on the Queen’s birthday celebrations. The future meeting dates are: 19th May; 21st July; 15th September; 24th November. The Agenda had not been sent out in advance of the meeting.

Footpaths: 21 was reported as blocked – Rights of Way used aerial photos to confirm that the footpath does not follow the route of the existing track (which was blocked) and the sign post is still in place.

Seats and Bus shelters: All seem to be ok. Bin at Northiam Road bus stop blew over in the high winds.

Brede Voluntary Car Scheme: Not a lot of journeys over the last few months – may be due to the doctors’ strikes.
333
Community Hall: Meters to be done in April. To replace the pathway to a depth of 5 inches would need 1 ton of concrete. Also would need a cement mixer.

Police Report: No report.

Newsletter: Cllr Mrs Oliver will need help. Aiming to get issues out in the second week of July, November and March.

Items for discussion

Notice boards at Village Hall and Recreation ground: After discussion Cllr Mrs Collins proposed that an 8 x A4 notice board be purchased for the Recreation Ground and a 4 x A4 notice board be purchased for outside the Village Hall, both from Earth Anchors at an estimated cost of £950. This was seconded by Cllr King. All members present agreed.
341
Land at Pottery Lane - update: There is a notice by the new gate from the land owner stating that this land is not for sale. Planning department is aware.
342
School parking – recreation ground: Title deeds, which are held by ESCC Records Office, convey to Parish Council in trust for use as a recreation ground Feb 1929 (ESX 244031).

Bye laws forbid wheeled vehicles on ground except by permission of council.

ESCC Highways have been asked if it is possible to extend the lay by (intended for use by teachers for parking) but refused as there are utilities in the way.

Not acceptable to pave over part of the Recreation Ground as this would represent a loss of amenity to both the village and the school which uses the Recreation Ground as a playing field.

Access to the proposed parking area would be problematic as the entrance to the Recreation Ground is opposite the entrance to the school. With no crossing patrol there would be no regulation of traffic entering or leaving the site & children would have to cross the road with vehicles entering and leaving at the same time. There is still the possibility that some drivers would ignore this potential parking space and continue as at present.

As it stands the parking problems only last for about half an hour morning and evening on school days. Taking away part of a valuable community asset on a permanent basis is not regarded as acceptable.

Cllr Mrs Collins proposed that the Recreation Ground was not to be used for a car park. This was seconded by Cllr King. All members present agreed.

Queen’s birthday celebrations: The Council was asked to donate £50 to pay for a programme. Cllr Nottage proposed that the Council donate £200 as match funding for a Community Grant. This was seconded by Cllr King. All members present agreed.
