Report/observations of District & County Councillors – The Clerk read the following 
report from District Cllr Johnson: 'My apologies for not being with you this evening. Hence 
I have asked Lesley to read out a few words on my behalf.
I have received a telephone call and noted a letter in the local Observer, both from previous Brede parish councillors, regarding the increase in the charge for emptying Brown Garden Waste bins from £25 to £35 a year.
I thought it might be helpful to share a few facts and figures with you.  The current cost charged by the waste contractor to the Council is £31.68 pa per bin and this does not include Rother's administration costs.  So just on face value there was a gap in the service of £6.68 per bin per year.
As a non-essential service the council's policy was to cover the cost of the service.  It was therefore agreed to set the charge for the service at £35 per bin per year and that this level be set for the duration of this council ie until 2019.
It is worth noting that this service is not compulsory, you can opt-in or opt-out, or bin share with a neighbour if you are both small users.  I hope this clarifies the charge for this popular service.
With regard to the new District Ward boundaries the proposal is that the existing ward of Brede Valley ceases to exist and at the next District Council election we revert to the old ward of Brede & Udimore served by one District Councillor.
We are still in the consultation stage so anyone who wishes can still register their input on the proposals.
I hope these few words have been helpful and, as ever, if I can be of any more assistance please either email or phone me.
