
Minutes: Monday 12th November 2018 at the Icklesham Memorial Hall, 7:15 pm

18/152 Item 1 the Chairman invited comments or questions from members of the public on matters relating to the business of the Council. Mr Spencer of Winchelsea asked that two bollards be installed on a stretch of pavement near the Court Hall to prevent parking and improve safety. The Clerk to refer the matter to ESCC for advice.  
18/153 Item 2 to receive reports and ask questions of the County and District Councillors. Cllr Glazier asked that the Clerk write to him with the exact position of the bollards. He confirmed that additional funding had been confirmed from central government specifically for social care but this was only for one year. There will also be more money for potholes and bridge maintenance for one year. The national living wage will be increased and there will be a future High Street Fund and reduction in business rates for small businesses. There will be a paper presented to Cabinet this week outlining the minimum that ESCC will deliver within its budget. Mrs Hart had submitted her report in advance of the meeting (available on the website.) Questions were taken on a neglected ESCC roadworks sign in a ditch in Winchelsea Beach and trading from the layby at the Winchelsea toilets; fly tipping signs were requested over a year ago.
