19/72 Item 1 The Chairman invited comments or questions from members of the public on matters relating to the business of the Council. There were none.

Glazier clarified that patching works on Sea Road were temporary pending the full resurfacing works next year. He mentioned that speed reduction measures (agenda item) need to be realistic due to various constraints with law enforcement, public behaviour etc.

Disclosures of Interests. There were none.
19/76 Item 5 It was resolved to approve and sign the minutes of the meeting of 13th May 2019.

19/77 Item 6 General Power of Competence. It was resolved that the conditions set out in schedule 1 of the Parish Councils (General Power of Competence) order 2012 have been met and the Council resolves to exercise its use of the General Power of Competence for the term of the Council.
19/78 Item 7 Request to support speeding initiatives in Rother. The report from the Rother Clerks Group was noted and it was resolved to support the initiative.
19/79 Item 8 Allotments Committee. The draft minutes of the meeting held on 24th June 2019 were noted as was the setting up of a working group.  Cllr Warren asked that any proposals for the paddocks at Rye Harbour to be used for anything other than the cultivation of plants be brought to full council.
19/80 Item 9 Tree condition and safety survey. Both quotes were discussed (see agenda) and the officers were asked to obtain references for Nicholas Jones Consulting, as this quote was cheaper, before proceeding.
19/81 Item 10 Open Spaces Committee. The draft minutes of the meeting held on 28th May 2019 were noted and it was resolved to grant full delegated authority to the committee to arrange and commence the public consultation on the traffic calming project.
19/82 Item 11 Rother District Council consultation of car parks and parking areas. It was resolved to make no comment.
19/83 Item 12 Proposal for East Sussex Parking Charges. It was resolved to make no comment.
19/84 Item 13 Request from Scope to install a clothes bank at Rye Harbour car park. It was resolved to approve the installation of a large bank, subject to permissions, for a six months trial; location may need to change after Baxall construction depart. 
19/85 Item 14 Request from Pett Cricket Club to use Icklesham Recreation Ground of Saturday 27th July 2019. It was resolved to approve the request subject to conditions and that a donation is asked for (to be shared with the Trusts) and that the club seeks permission from Rye CC and the Icklesham Trusts (about hiring the pavilion.)

19/86 Item 15 Report from the Internal Auditor for the 2018/19 financial year. The report was noted and the officers were congratulated on their work.

19/87 Item 16 Quotes for safety works to the Hogtrough Lane path into Cricket Field Allotment gardens, Winchelsea. Both quotes were considered and it was resolved to approve the quote from Mr M Saunters for £1,256 excluding VAT subject to the necessary consents and commencing within 3 months.

 19/88 Item 17 Recommendations from the Councillor Business Planning events. All actions were agreed except the original proposal under Future Projects was amended following a vote, then this was amended agreed by a majority vote. It was resolved to approve the following: Council seeks a report on the concept of renting or investing in a property within the parish to be used as a parish office, to provide for the long term future of the parish and improve the service to the electorate (up to a maximum of £250k to be funded by a PWLB loan and any available grants (if investment.) A working group to be formed with the following councillors: Ms Austen, Moore, Warren and the Chairman and Vice Chairman. All other recommendations were approved.
