Update on enforcement queries.


a) Ferryfields - To note that an email has been sent to RDC asking that they take action to obtain the information outstanding in order to consider the application.  Response awaited.

b)  Crutches Farm. To note.  Cllr Turner queried the need for enforcement notices for the Crutches Farm accesses as they were historic.  This was raised with RDC enforcement who advised that the complainant is Highways England.  Reasons: (i) Owner had old map showing some sort of track in the 1930/50s but having been unused for long time, became ‘extant’, and a new one was created (without permission) with access onto main road. Permission needed.  (ii) Other access is not shown on maps going back to the 1940s/50s.  There had been a full hedge across the land and no access until the current access was created (without permission) in 2015/16.  Permission needed.

c)
  Killarney, Sea Road. Major building works noted but no planning application advised from Rother.  To note that an enforcement complaint form was submitted to RDC and that photos of the site were taken prior to the lockdown by the enforcement officer who advises that a letter has been written to the owner.
