
UDIMORE PARISH COUNCIL 

Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting of Udimore Parish Council held on Wednesday 15th January 2025.

1. Present. Cllr. Gary Quinnell (Chair), Cllr. Nigel Anderson, Cllr. Roddy  Mair, Cllr. Neil Gordon and Cty. Cllr. Carl Maynard.
Cllr. John Hannon joined the Council after co-option.

2. Apologies. There were no apologies.

3. Disclosures of interest. There were none.

4. Co-option of John Hannon.
Full Council unanimously voted to co-opt John Hannon as Parish Councillor for Udimore. He signed the declaration of acceptance witnessed by the Clerk and joined the Council.

5. Reports from District and County Councillors.
Cty Cllr. Carl Maynard spoke about the Government’s plans for Devolution. It is likely that the new Unitary Authority will include East and West Sussex and Brighton and Hove, and that the elections scheduled for May this year will be delayed until 2026. Cllr. Gordon stated that Rother’s finances were tight, but that their homeless strategy had been successful.

f. Agree Budget and Precept for 2025/26. Clerk confirmed that he had submitted the Precept request for a budget of £7,000.

9. Highways.
a. Potholes. Members were reminded to report potholes on the online portal.
b. Village walk through. It was suggested that the Highways Steward may join the meeting with the Safety Team on 6th February 2025, if not the walkthrough would take place in March.

11. St Mary’s Community Hall.
a. Car park extension. It was agreed to pay the £3,000 grant to the Contractor and Council agreed to see whether a Rother grant could be applied for, in retrospect, having missed the date for this round of grants The Clerk will discuss the possibility of applying for a retrospective grant from Rother. The members noted that £1,500 had been received from the PCC and £5,231.94 had been received from St. Mary’s Community Hall towards the cost of extending the Car Park at the Village Hall.

12. Playground.
a. Monthly Safety Checks. Carried out.
b. Annual Inspection. Amber caution work still in hand.

13. Bus Shelter/stand by Float Lane.
It was felt that no work should be carried out to the Bus shelter/stand until the bus service has improved.

14. Bus Services.
The new bus timetable was considered inadequate particularly for school journeys. Cty Cllr. Maynard agreed to continue to pursue this.
